COVID 19 TESTING
We are aware that there have been some significant problems with access to COVID-19
testing. You will have seen on the news that this is not unique to Devon but none the less is of
significant concern. DCC and PHE have escalated this regionally and nationally but it is
unlikely we will see a rapid improvement.
Individuals should only get tested if they have symptoms of coronavirus which are:
A high temperature (feeling hot to touch on your chest or back)
A new continuous cough (coughing a lot, for more than an hour or 3 or more coughing
episodes in 24 hours or if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)
A loss or change to their sense of smell or taste (noticing you cannot smell or taste
anything or things smell or taste different to normal)
Parents or carers of children attending school or school staff with symptoms of coronavirus
should book a test as normal via the government website or by calling 119.
If they are unable to book a local testing slot then individuals should complete the appropriate
forms by following the links below:
Children under the age of 5: Urgent Referral Form - Under 5's
School aged Children (5-18): School Aged Children
NHS/Health/Care workers: NHS/Health/Care Professionals
All other individuals: Urgent Referral Form - Adults
